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Some advices about USB connection.

AMT CP-16M module uses the USB interface for connecting to a computer.
The USB connector is not installed on the module, as it is understood that
the user is free to install it in the desired location of the final design.

When installing the connector, you must use, in addition to the 4 contacts
of USB interface (VCC, D-, D +, GND), also the contacts of the connector's
housing (shield).

The matter is that when the USB cable of the device is being “hot” connected
to a computer, we often connect devices which have different potentials,
since the devices may be non-grounded. Often the designs of the devices do
not imply the possibility of grounding, for example - an impulse network
adapter.

Therefore, when hot-connecting two devices with a USB cable, the one
important condition must be fulfilled — the “grounds” of the devices ought to
be connected first in time.

USB connectors’ designs are made so that their housings (shields) would be
connected first.

The use of special USB protective components is recommended.

In addition, you need to be careful when using USB splitters. Some cheap
USB splitters do not have a connection between the input and output
connectors' housings.

Also, you must be sure that your USB cable is in a fully working state - in
addition to the four USB wires, the shielding conductor, connecting the
housings of the cable's connectors, should not be broken.
